Religion Vs Science

And when it is said to them:

What is now happening in our Muslim Society has never
happened before. It has never before happened that rich,
ruling and more educated minority, which has the most in-
Auence on the masses, have not only disbelieved the existing
religion, but are convinced that no religion at all 1s any
longer needed. Instead of influencing those who are doubtful
of the truth of the generally professed religion to accept some
religious teaching more rational, more clear than the prevalent
one, has influenced them to regard religion in general as a
thing that has outlived its day and is now not only a useless,
but even a harmful social organ like the Vermiform appendix

in the human body.

Religion is regarded by such men not as something
known to us, but as an external phenomenon, a disease.

70 them the day of religion has passed and religion
must now be replaced by Science. In the opinion of these
learned men there was a period of i1gnorance—the religious
period that has lonz been outlived by humanity. They
think that Science should and can replace religion and
which has even already replaced it. “Religion is obsolete belief
in anything but Science is ignorance. Science will arrange all
that is needful and one must be guided in life by science
alone.”” This is what is thought and said both by scientists
themselves and ,also by those who, far from science, believe
i the scientists and join hands with them in asserting that
religion is obsolete superstition and that we must be guided 1n
life by Science alone.

These people have decided that religion is not wanted
and that science will replace it or has already done so. We
cannot compell them to believe 1n what we believe as

But the fact remains that now as formerly no human Society
and no rational man has existed or can exist without a
refizion. I use the term ‘rational man’ because an irrational
man may live, as the beasts do, witheut a religion. But
a rational man canunot live without cone, for only religion gives
a rational man a guidance he needs, telling him what ne
should do and what first and what next. A rational man
cannot live without a religion precisely because reason is
characteristic of his nature. Every animal is guided in its
aclions by a consideration of direct results of its actions.

Having considered those results by such means of comprehension,
as 1t possesses, an animal makes its actions confirm to those
consequences and it always unhasitatingly acts in one and the

same way in accordance with those considerations.

A bee, for instance, flies for honey and stores it in the
hive because in winter it will need food for itself and for the
young, and beyond these consideration it knows and can know
nothing. So also birds are influenced when they build their
nest or migrate from place to place. Every animal acts in a
like way when it does anything not resulting from direct,
immediate necessity but prompted by considerations of anticipat-
ed rtesults. The difference between a man and an animal lies
in the fact that the perceptive capacities possessed by animal are
limited to what we call instinct, whereas man’s fundamental
perceptive capacity is reason; A bee collecting honey can have
no' doubts as to whether it is good or bad to collect honey,
but man gathering his corn or fruit cannot but consider whether
diminishing the prospects of obtaining haryest and whether he
is not depriving his neighbour of food. How can he help
wondering what the children whom he now feeds will grow up.
Every rational man knows or at least feels that in most
important questions of life he can guide himself neither by
considerations of immediate consequences of his activity—for
the consequences that he foresees are numerous and multiple,
which sometimes are contradictory to one another. They may
prove harmful to him while he thinks them as beneficial. A
reasonable man cannot decide any of the most important
questions of life by considerations of their immediate results,
and consequences. A reasonable man cannot be satished with
the considerations that guide the actions of an animal. A man
may regard himself animal among animals or he may consider
himself as a member of a family, a society or a nation, living
for centuries, or he may and even must consider himself as
part of the wholec infinite universe existing eternally. And

therefore reasonable man should do, and always have done in

reierence to the infinitely small affairs of their life affecting
their actions, what in mathematics is called integrate. That is
to say they must set up beside their relation to the immediate
facts of life, a relation to the whole of the immense infinite
in time and space conceived as one whole. And such establish-
ment of man’s relation to that whole of which he feels him-
self to be a part, from which he draws guidance for his actions,
is what has been called and is called Religion. And therefore
religion always has been, and cannot cease to be, a necessary
and indispensable’ condition of the life of a reasonable man
and of all reasonable humanity.

In these verses, and in many more it has been strongly

and emphatically maintained that the planetary motion, the
Nature of Universe, the various changes, etc. have correspond-

ing relation with the spiritual bodies. In fact the analogy
between the material and the spiritual bodies is more than
an anology, because both are based on the same line, the
datum line for any process for both remains the same. In
other words, analytical study for one will automatically lead

to the same analysis for the other.

Having established their mutual identity and indis-
pensibility, let us go in detaill about their salient features

and irreproachable similarity.
Material Bodies :—

Starting from the simplest particle of matter, 1.e. atom,
we find that the nature of motion in the atom 1s, that
sub-particles of atom, electrons, ete, have an inherent tendency
to revolve round the nucleus, which is the centre.

Moreover, these particles remain in constant motion,
Extending this form of motion to higher ones, similar type
of motion is generally in vogue., The higher bodies exhibit
in a more vivid form. Different planets including the earth
are constantly moving round the sun thus forming a galaxy, Our
galaxy along with many others of this type is further revolv-
ing round another solar body, and so as a result form
a supergalaxy. Supergalaxies again revolve round another
central pivot and manifest the same tvpe of motion. The
man of today, so to speak, with his extensive knowledge and
hounty resources reaches upto this extent. He fails to bring
the further movements under his sway of knowledge. Neverthe-
less, it remains an acknowledged fact, that the nature of

motion remains the same.

We cannot proceed any more without mentioning the

point that without the existence of nucleus or centre we
cannot think of these sub-particles, which are, as latter

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affirmed, ‘‘dragged ones of the nucleus™.

In other words, the central body is a gurantee for
their existence. What to speak of the altogether absence of
the centre, we see, a mere displacement of the Centre of
Gravity brings about the collapse.

Now that it has been established that the nature of
motion on the material side remains of nuclear fashion, we
proceced to the spiritual side, which is beyond any doubt,
the corollary and at the same time the immediate and
lucrative concern of this topie.

Spiritual Bodies :-

“With the advent of the Holy Prophet (peace and
blessing of God be up on him) the religion of God was completed
and finalised’’—is not a mere verbal or feigned statement ;
but this saying of Holy Quran possesses, the whole History of
Islam, its origion, its accomplishment and destiny, and above
all the transitional phases. Ior a Muslim particularly Al-
mighty chose Tslam for Mankind. Its implementation was
made with the advent of human race, its completion with
the Holy Prophet, as he being the greatest of mankind and
superior most to all the prophets; its preservation and revival for
the later decades. In this way the Hellinistic, Roman, Persian and
Turkish cultures were rather the ramified aspects of Islam than the
formers having any influence over the later. It isalso equally
unreal to suppose, as Igbal did that Islam emerged as a result
of the continuous struggle with Roman and Hellinistic cultures.
To be more precise, Islam served as a nucleus around which the
other civilisations and cultures revolved having a centripetal
tendency., That is why the sayings of Holy Prophet (peace
and blessings of God be on him) gesJl U5 &Sl is a testimony
for this nuclear presentation which means, ‘“‘Every Truth 1s

an inherited property of a Muslim™ In other words, every
Muslim’s endeavour for truth, from wherever quarters can it
be achieved is what the Islam stands for, its further signi-
ficance lays in so for the other -civilisatione and cultures
were subsidiary and driving aspects of Islam, operating under
different circumstances in different soils and producing different

resuits.

Before bringing to light the essential identity between
the material and the spiritual bodies, we try to discover
the aim of the prophets and the nature of their very exis-
tence. Man is endowed with latent and Gained Intellects as
Farabi, many centuries in the past also held. When these Intellects
are purified and refined by external pilutions and every kind
of superficial covering is removed, the man’s intellect becomes
receptive of the Active Intellect, the revelation or ““wahy.”
This is to some extent the instinctive state to which Holy

Prophet has remarked :

And to a great extent the point to which Holy Quran’s
dwp e dply Sy AV axyl give the reference. Or this verse
SN st SU O Jus b5 fully comprehends it albeit it is an
irreproachable expression for the highest perfection of the
greatest man.

The point to be noted here is, that the fusion is between

a man’s soul and God’s Emantion, and not the superb

fusion of the inner ones only, as Igbal and many others

have held. It is both biologically false and empirically

inadequate., But the most important point which is by no

means any concession, that it is God's Omniscence which
reveals the purified stage. These verses

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confirm this blessing to the chosen few. So that it becomes
unequivocally unigue and yet at the same time demon-
«trative and rational. From the established principle of
centripetal tendeney on the spiritual side in the lower forms,
we take into account the ‘‘prophetic motion™ as equivalent
to and corresponding with the planetary motion of the heaven-
ly or material bodies. Same type of inherent tendency on the
spiritual side too, is manifested and definitely in a more glaring
form. The Iolv Prophet (peace and blessings of God be on
him) the greatest of mankind and superior most to all the
prophets, serves as a nucleus or pivot round that all the
““planets’” revolved, revolve and no doubt, will o on revolving.
Without the presence of Holy Prophet there would have been no
prophets—no Universe, as the afore-mentioned Hadith (Qudsi)
S5y cals (ed LY o

gives an indispensibility.

Before the advent of Holy Prophet, we find such planets
or prophets revolving and moving round the nucleus or the
centre or the Holy Prophet (peace and blessings of God be
on him). But now the question arises about the other por-
tion of the ecircle. How can the orbit be complete and
motion be regular and concise, if we ignore the other planets
or prophets after the Holy Prophet? Can we have one principle
for matter, another for spirit, or one for the body and
another for the soul ? Should we discard the other because that

does not reconcile with the former? Either we have to shake off
and abandon the principle altogether, or to manipulate another

for the spirit for soul and for spiritual life, Both these assump-
tions are as illogical as false. The logic of the facts and
empirical observation with staunch scientific approach, demands,
that the orbit and motion will be incomplete— or there will

be no motion at all, unless, we expressly or tacitly beleive
that such ““planets’ or prophets after the Holy prophet are an
unavoidable necessity. This is the demand of recason, the
fact of history and the rigour of logic.

International Trade and Development

(We are grateful to Mr. Zafar Ahmad Vaince forhaving permitted us to
publisii this article which he read at the International Students Forum held at Geneva
under the auspices of the United Nations Organization.! Mr. Zafar, a lecturer of

It guuiﬁ without saving that trade in a developing
country is quite different from that of an already developed
one. A “‘developing country’ would require a particular
pattern of its foreign trade at least in the initial phase
of development, because the problems of foreign trade are
different for different countries depending upon the supply
of domestic resources, the stage of development, and the rate
of growth of each individual couirtry. A ‘developing country’
like Pakistan is essentially a primary producing country
where a large portion of the national income is derived from
agriculture and the exports of these primary products constitute
the major source of 1ts forecign exchange earnings on which
mainly, if not solely depends the development.

Forcign trade has special importance and has some
common problems in the developing countries and the dicisive
efforts of underdeveloped eountries to achieve planned economie
development have added a new dimension to their external
trade problems. This is despite the fact that foreign trade
constitutes different proportion of the national mcome in
different countries. The ratio of imports to real product in
the primary producing countries varied for exambple from
about 59, for India and 69, for Pakistan to 47 percent for

Yet foreign trade is playing a vital part in all these
countries in so far as export earnings have conditioned the
crowth of their cconomies and because their external ba-
lances have been heavily dependent on factors outside
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their control. The importance of favourable international
trade remains crucial because all newly developing countries
are heavily dependent on imports of machinery, heavy equip-
ment and other essential goods that ave strategie to lifting
the levels of productive investment for accelerated economic
growth. Increased export earninegs are thus wvital to pay

for the expanding needs of imported supplies.

MAIN FEATURES O FOREIGN TRADE OF
UNDER-DEVELOPED COUNTRIES.

Broadly speaking the main features of foreign trade

of 1111('1&1‘:}(?1-'1%1:11:9(1 countries are as follows :

(a) HKxport consists mainly of food stoffs and raw
material of Industrial production both agricultural and the
ange of export goods is very lumited.

(b) Imports consist mainly of consumption goods and
finished goods and partly of Capital goods. but along with
the decisive cfforts of economie developments, that share of
capital goods is increasing while that of consumer goods
deelining, but inspite of this the share of consumer goods
out of total imports remains fairely high.

(e) Imports are generally in excess of exports and
the share of export trade is cotinuously falling.

(d) Proceeds from exports form a substantial portion
of the domestic national produet and as such national
economy becomes dependent on external factors, especially

export trade,
TRADING PATTERN

The trading pattern of the wunderdeveloped countries

s such that they export, in the main, primary products
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and import In return largely manufactured goods.

The primary products comprising foodstuffs, agricultural
raw materials, ores and fuel, account for well over four
fifths of the total exports of the underdeveloped countries,

while over 60 percent of the imports consist of manu-
factured goods and machinery,

LIMITED RANGE OF EXPORTS

The poor underdeveloped countries largely depend on
the production for export of a single or a limited range of
primary products.

How limited the range of exports is can be seen from
the fact that 80 of them in 1958 depended on a single
commodity for about 50 percent of their exports.

The table (1) below shows the'list of countries with
more than 50 percent of exports (by wvalue) in a single
commodity. Mauritius gets 99 percent of its export carnings
from sugar alone. Similarly Egypt gets 70 percent of her
expert earning from cotton, Ceylon €6 percent from tea and
Pakistan 58 percent from raw Jute. Moreover, in most of
these countries the ratio of exports to national products 1is
high, which makes these economies susceptible to foreign
external factors which are beyond their control.

Furthermore/the range of export goods is very limited.
Malaya gets 83 percent from rubber and tin, Ceylon 80
percent from rubber and tea; Thailand 75 percent from
rice and rubber ; Pakistan 82 percent from raw cotton and Jute.

The pattern of Pakistan’s foreign trade is similar to
that of many other underdeveloped countries. Two raw
material exports—cotton and Jute, provided more than three
fourths of the country’s total exports by value in 1951 and

together with the raw wool, tea, hides and skins bring this
figure to over 90 ‘percent.

FOREIGN TRADE AS A LAGGING FACTOR

In recent yvears, the export trade of the underdeve-
loped countries has not fared well in comparison with the
trade of the advanced countries. (see table 1I)

In the nineteen fifties (1950-1960), the volume of ex-
ports from the less developed countries rose at an annual
rate of 3.6 percent per annum as against a rate of growth
of exports from the developed private economies not far
short of twice as large and an expansion in the export
volumes of the centrally planned economics almost three
times as large under the momentum generated by the new pro-
gramme or plans economic development launched in the
nineteen fifties, on the other hand the annual increase in the
volume of imports of the developing countries (4.6 percent)
was significantly in excess of the 8.6%, annual,

Expansion in the volume of exports. In parts, of
course, Lhis reflected the increased availibility of foreign
loans and grants for accelerating their rate of economic
advance. But it is also indication of the growing imbalance
in their external accounts which 1is increasingly setting a
limit to their plans for economic expansion.

TERMS OF TRADE

The lagging volume of exports is but one aspect of
the critical problem encountered by the developed countries.
In reeent years, external balance has been considerably
accentuated by a steady deterioration in the terms at which

their exports are exchanged for imports.

A United Nation study has indicated that from the
later part of the 19th century to the eve of the Second

World War, there was a secular trend in the prices of the
primary commodities exported by these countries, as a result
at the end of this period a given quantity of primary export
would, on the average pay for only 60 percent of the quantity of
manufactured goods that it could buy at the beginning of
the period.
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Together, the lagging increase in their export volumes
and the deterioration in their terms of trade led to a sus-
stantionial decline in the share of underdeveloped areas in
total world trade. The underdeveloped countries aocounted

for somewhat less than one third of total world trade in
1950 but by 1960 their share had shrunk to one fifth. (See
also take II).

The reasons for the trend towards external i1mbalance
in the developing countries is mainly a manifestation of the
disparity between the' rate growth of their primary products
and that of their imports of industrial goods. While primary
exports with certain exceptions, develop fairly slowly, demand
for industrial imports tends to accelerate. This is a spontaneous
feature of economic development.

The slow growth of primary exports is an inevitable
result of technological progress, and leads to the increasing
substitution of synthetics for natural produets; sand it is also
reflected in one way or another in the smaller raw material

content of finished goods

On the other hand, there are indirect consequences,
since only a small part of the increased per capita income
generated by teehnological progress goes into the demand for
foodstulfs and other staple consumer goods, as compared to
the demand for industrial goods and services which tends to
rise rapidly.

The high levels of per capita income and consumption
in the industrially advanced countries have transformed the
whole structure of their demand for primary products. The
demand for cereals and other foodstuffs has historically lagged
behind the rise in incomes and the consumption of manufactured
gooas and of the products of service in industries. These
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moreover, have been the significant increases in the

domestic output of agricultural products in the developed
countries.

Furthermore, the technological discoveries have led to
spectacular growth in production of synthetic substitutes for
several agricultural raw materials. It is under the combined
weight of all these forces that the volume of exports from
the underdeveloped countries has been expending slowly, that
the prices of these exports have been deteriorating in relation
to the prices -of manufactured goods and that the share of
the underdeveloped countries in total world trade has been
declinning.

Another important factor which commonly aggravates
the problem of price fluctuation in the typical products of
the less develoded countries is that apparently by unlucky

chance, rather than by inherent necessity, they are the
victims of an unfortunate combination in the ecircumstances

governing both the elasticity of their supply and of the

demand for them, Accordingly if the demand changes there
is little responsiveness on the supply side and the necessary

adjustment to bring about a new balance of supply and
demand is thrown back to the demand side.

The heart of the problem lies in the situation of certain
relatively poor and underdeveloped countries largely dependent
on the production for export of single primary. product on
a limited range of primary products. These products are
sold in the main in ‘free’ markets that is, in condition
giving the sellers no importance preferential position. They
have been in recent years peculiarly liable to wide price
fluctuationsj because of their exceptional inelasticities, of both
supply and demand, their susceptibility to external factors
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such as the psychology created by international tensions, and
the variation in economic activity in the advanced industrial
countries. Price fluctuations have in the main, though not
always, been reflected in similar or wider fluctuations in
export earnings and therefore in national income.

Both the prices and the volume of exports of Iless
demelﬂped countries have been subject to wide fluctuations.
The United Nations’ study of the problem shows that during
the period 1901 to 1950 the year to year price changes of
18 primary commodities which represent the major exports
of 47 less developed countries averaged about 14 percent,
fluctuations within the year averaged about 27 percent as
between the high and low point of each year.

The year to year changes of export volume for the
ample studied average between 18 to 19 percent. Excepting
food stuffs, the volume and the prices,K of primary exports
moved in the same direction. The fluctuations exports

proceeds, therefore, tended to be still wilder, The secular trend

seemed to be still rather towards wider price fluctuations such
fluctuation make it very difficult for the less developed countries
to have adequate control over fluctuations in their national

income, money supply and the rate of growth.

In the nineteenth century, which saw the application

on a large scale of the technological advances of the
industrial revolution, rapid rate of increase, first in Western
Europe and later in North America, called for rapid increase
in the exports of primary products from the less developed
parts of the world. This source of buoyancy however, no

longer exists in the present day world.

Tt is now widely recognised that prospects for the
underdeveloped countries major export commodities, consisting
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primarily of primary commodities are not on the whole
very promising. The circumstances, the stagnant demand,
the prolectionist agricultural policy and the restrictive fiscal
policy of the underdeveloped countries, major industerial buyers,
have indicated decisively that export expension along traditional
lines is limited. If hitherto, therefore, some comparative
advantages for underdeveloped countries in exporting these
commodities, changes in demand pattern from income growth,
and advances in production methods resulting from technological
improvements in the importing countries have apparaently
more or less' exhausted them,

In order to take advantage of the high income elasticities
in the rapidly expanding economies of industerial areas, these
countries, sooner or later have to follow Japanese path of

industerialization by producing and even exporting manufactured
goods.

For those countries which’' have abundant raw matreial
it is only natural that the first step towards industrlilza-
tion is to process or refine those agricultural and mineral
materials so as to export them in a more refined form. In
addition to the gain in export earnings from such a shift,
it has advantages in raising domestic income and employment
and also provides initial opportunities for training labourers
in the new skills.

The late Prof., Nurku drew sharp distinction between
the 19th and 20th centuries in terms of exports and growth.
The nineteenth century pattern of economic growth through
international trade was one in which outlying areas of the

world economy were favoured by a rapidly expanding demand
for their primary products. The expanding demand provided
employment to labour and capital. It drew idle or dorment
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resources into economic activity and attracted ecapital and
labour from abroad. These circumstances no longer remain.
The twentieth eentury pattern of export expansion is

one of ¢‘Industrialization for Export™.

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History: We know nothing, how and in what condi-
tions this important element was discovered.

Occurence . This is present in almost every part of the
world ;: in free state.

THE GREATEST CHARACTER ALIVE

Mwalimu according to the Swahili dictitionary means
teacher, and in the present age this title is confered upon
the most respected and honoured person.

His missions publish pamphlets, newspapers and religious
literature from New York, London, Nairobi, the lands of
Mauritus, Indonesia, Ghana. Nigeria, Germany, India, Holland
and other key stations of the world.

Publication of literature under his guidance is at its height
at the headquarters. Volumes proving the emptiness of beliefs of
other religionists and schools of thoughts and crushing the central
pillar doctrines of the great religions as interpretted by their res-
pective present representative have been published in uncoun-

table numbers.

The greatest of all, his personal’s can be seen ex-
pounding the beauties of Islam ; delivering the treasures of
truth and politely requesting others to dig them out; burn-

The Role of Muslims in Botany

Islam shows superiority over other religions in many
respects. One of them is that it exhorts its adherents to
strive for more and more knowledge and to meditate on
the Universe. This is clear from the following verse :—

“ITn' the ecreation of the heavens and the

earth and in the alternation of the night
and the day there are indeed Signs for men

of understanding. Those who remember Allah
while standing, sitting and lying on their
sides, and ponder over the creation of the
heavens and the earth™.

Accordingly early Muslims devoted their lives to search
of knowledge whole-heartedly and as a result, they do-
minated over other nations in all branches of Science.
During Umayyad and Abbasid period the zeal for knowledge
was at its climax. The Muslims not only assimilated the
splendid works done by the Greeks, by translating into
Arabic but also carried out original experiments and re-
searches and made far reaching advances in various fields of
Science.
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A well known scientist H.G. Wells, in his book *‘‘The
OCutlines of History’ describes that the progress made by
Muslims in science and other branches of knowledge was
only due to Islam otherwise, the Arabs before the advent of
Islam were merely pagan people. He says, ‘“‘For some
generations before Muhammad, the Arab mind had been, as
it were, smouldering, it has been producing poetry and
much religious discussions ; under the stimulus of the national
and racial successes, 1t presenly (i.e., after the advent of

of Islam) blazed out with a brilliance second only to that
of Greeks during their best period. It revived the human
persuit of secience. If the Greek was the father, then the
Arab was the foster-father of the scientific method. Through
the Arabs it was, and not by the Latin route, that the
modern world received that gift of light and power”.

Similarly desecribing the revolution caused by Islam he
says ‘‘Islam prevailed because it was the best social and
political order the times could offer. Tt prevailed because
everywhere it found politically apathetic peoples robbed,
oppressed, bullied, wunder-educated, and unorganized and it
found selfish and unsound Governments out of touch with
any people at all. It was the broadest, freshest political
idea that yet come into actual activity in the world, and
it offered better terms than any other to the mass of man-
kind. The capitalistic and slave-holding system of the Roman
Empire and the literature and culture and social traditions
of Kurope had altogether decayed and broken down before
Islam arose’.

Thus under such adverse circumstances Muslims obeying
the Word of Allah started a campaign in search of know-

ledge. They studied the old books of each and every country
in response to the Holy Prophet’s saying :
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and adding their own original works translated those books
into Arabic. Had the Muslims only translated the Greek works
even then it would have been a magnificient contribution.
A great historian Phillip K. Hitti says *‘Their translations
transmuted in no small degree by the Arab mind during the
course of several centuries, were transmitted, together with
many new contributions, to Europe through Syria, Spain and
Sicily and laid the basis of that canon of knowledge which
dominated medieval European thought and transmission from
the standpoint of the history of culture, is no less essential
than origination, for had the researches of Aristotle, Galen
and Ptolemy been lost to posterity the world would have
been as poor as if they had never been produced.”

Similarly famous historian Henry Smith Williams, LL.D.
who is one of the first class prejudiced enemies of Islam,
although attributes hundreds of wrong things to Islam, when
describes the Muslim work in pursuit of knowledge, cannot
resist telling the truth. In his book the “‘Historian’s
History of the world”’ Volume VII, he describes, ‘It may
be boldly asserted that the numerous translations and still
more numerous commentaries which the Arabs wrote on all
the works of Ancient Greece and which make their litera-
ture the second daughter of Greeck literature, served to give
the modern peoples their first notions of the sciences and
letters of antiquity’’.

It is worth mentioning that just when the Muslims
were engaged in such sclentific researches the whole of
Europe was steeped in superstitions and ignorance. Christian

religious leaders were excommunicating those people who
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dared to take up a study of science. The same Historian Henry
Smith Williams says, ‘“If we trace the whole history of
human knwoledge, and reeall the fact that Greece survived
Rome in Alexanderia, we may well assign the Arabs the
position of guardians to that sacred depot between Greece
and the Renaissance. ‘“They merit,”” says M. Libri, ‘eternal
gratitude for having been the preservers of the learning
of the Greeks and Hindus, when people were no longer
producing anything and Europe was still too ignorant to
undertake the charge of the precious deposit. Efface the
Arabs from Haistory and the Renaissance of letiers will be re-
tarded in Furope by several centuries’.

Similarly he says, ‘It ,was thus that the influence
exercised by the Arabs manifested itself in every branch of
modern civilization. From the ninth to fifteenth century
the most voluminous literature extant was formed, produc-
tions were multiplied, wvaluable inventions attested the
wonderful activity of men’s mind at this epoch ; and their
influence, felt throughout Christian Europe, justified the
opinion that Arabs have led us in all things......... Does not
all this reveal the work of a people too long disdained”.

Thus the Muslims made contributions almost in every
branch of knowledge as Architecture, Poetry, Fine arts,
Philosophy, Astronomy, Astrology, Mathematics, Mineralogy,
History, Geography, Historography, Medicine and Biological

SClences.

Hereunder [ give a very brief summary about the
contributions of Muslims towards Botanical science only.

Even at the time of Holy Prophet Muslims knew
about the Male and IFemale reproductive parts of the flowers
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and this 1s why they used to cross-pollinate the palm trees.
The Holy Quran revealed about the sex of the plants in

the following verse :

“And of every thing have we created pairs,
that you may reflect’”.

During Abbasids the Muslims made tremendous researches
in the field of Natural History especially Botany, pure and
applied. They-made correct observations on sexual differences
of plants such as palms, hemps ete. Ibn-Hundhail (s )
wrote a book named Hilvatal-Fursan wa Shiar-al-Shajran
Ol el 5lad 5 Olwall dds where he described such researches about
the plants. Ibn.Sabin (y»- 2!) attempted the classification of
the plants 1m an answer to Emperor Frederick’s question,
He classified the plants into 3 categories (1) plants which

grow vegetatively (ii) plants which grow by seeds and (iii)
plants which grow by other than these two methods.

A physician of Cordova (4b5) Al-Ghafiqi Abu Jafar
Ahmad Ibn-Mubammad (dexs o) dasl Lias l @61 [1165] collected
a number of plants from Spain and Africa and suggested
their possible nomenclature in Arabie, Latin & Berber. He
not only classified but also gave a comprehensive description
of those plants. IHe also wrote a book Al-Adwiyah tal-
Mufradah (82,3l L5581 ) a part of which dealt with the
various medicinal plants, plant diseases and their control.

Towards the end of 12th century Abu-Zakarivya Yahya
Ibn Muhammad Ibn-al-Awwam (pledl 2! dema ) o L 53 0l)
wrote a book ‘‘al-Filahah (&2\i1) which was considered most
important and outstanding medieval work on agriculture. He

gave a complete deseription of 585 plants and new methods
of cultivating 85 fruit trees. He also described the new
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methods of grafting and other vegetative means of reproduc-
tion. Moreover he dealt with the properties of soil and manure ;
symptoms of several diseases of trees and vines and their
methods of cure.

In Samarqand, Bukhara and other cities, extensive studies
were made on various varieties of date, apple, apricot, peach,
plum, lemon, radish, cucumber and rose etc.

Sugar which has now become an indispensible ingredient
in the daily food of civilized man was first produced and
refined in Baghdad and Spain and was later introduced into
Europe. Ibn-e-Wahshiya (42=3 (»!) was also a great Botanist and
wrote treatise entitled ‘‘al-Filahat-al-Nabatiyah’ (45l d=d\il),
He wrote the description of numerous plants of Agricultural and
FEconomic importance and especially dealt with the methods
for the extraction of scent from rose and other flowers.

This invention of scent extraction has wrongly been attributed
to Noor Jehan.

Abdullah Ibni-Ahmad Ibnul-Baytar ((lhy ol deal ol dides)
was considered to be the best known Botanist and Pharmacist
of the Muslim world in those days. He travelled through
Spain and North Africa and studied thousands of herbaceous
plants. After entering the service of Ayyubid al Malik al Kamil
(as! Jo8 SWJ1) at Cairo, he made numerous trips throughout

Syria and Asia Minor and made extensive researches on
herbaceous plants. He wrote numerous books of which two

are very important, . ‘““al-Mughni-fi-al-Adwiya al-Mufradah”
(¢>ml G951 § aa)l) and  ““al-Jami-fi-al-Adwiyah al-Mufradah”
(#2501 G395Y1 3 4aslddl) The former book was considered to be
the best materia medica where thousands of plants were des-
ceribed with their medicinal value; the latter deals with the
disease remedies of ‘plants based upon Greek' and earlier
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Muslim’s data supplemented by the author’s own experiments
and researches. He described symptoms of diseases and remedies
of about 200 plants not described by earlier workers. He

quoted about 150 authors of whom 20 were Greek.

Ibn-al-Khatib (w3l ;1) a Spanish Arab living at Granada
(4b6,¢) well understood the phenomenon of infection. In the
middle of 14th century a disease called Black Death appeared
in KEurope in an epidemic form.  The Christians called
it an act of God and nobody attempted to get a cure of
it, but Ibn-al-Khatib diagnosed this disease as due to infec-
tion. He defended the theory of infection in the following
words, ‘‘To those who say, “How can we admit the possibility
of infection while the religious law (Christianity) denies it"?
We reply that the existence of contagion 1is established by
experience, investigation, the evidence of the senses and
trustworthy reports. These facts constitute a sound argument.
The fact of infection becomes clear to the investigator who
notices how he who establishes contact with the afllicted
gets the disease, whereas he who is not in contact remains
safe, and how transmission is effected through garments,
vessels and earings.”

The subject is so vast that many pages are required
to write various contributions of Muslims in this branch of
science but I have given only glimpses of these works to creat

curiosity in the minds of readers so that they could study
Muslim History and know how beneficial the Muslim Scientists

were to the society. We can rightly say that they were
the fore-runners and founders of modern researches in Botany

and other branches of secience.

History reveals that during 9th and 10th centuries,
students from Spain and other Furopean countries journeyed
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to Egypt, Syria, Iraq, Persia and other Muslim ecountries
in quest of learning. They studied at the feet of Muslims
and went back to their countries. In 11th ecentury Muslim
Scholars themselves started pouring to Spain and other
Furopean countries, where they not only inspired the European
people with the scientific researhes but translated many of
their works into Latin. During 11th to 13th centuries thousand
of books were translated from Arabie to Latin. An African
Constantine was probably the first man who translated the
the book *al-Kitabul Malaki ( S otJ1)’?  into  Latin.
Gerard of Cremone also translated some books on Medicine
and Botany from Arabic to Latin. In this way European
people were inclined towards scientific researches and this is
why so many English terms even used today owe Arabie
origion e.g. Julep (Julab), Syrup (Sharab) Soda, (Sueda), Dura
Mater, From al Ummul Jafiyah (4b2! 1) Pia Mater, (from
al Ummal Reqiqa 43/l .l) ete. Similarly Alecohol, Alkali,
Antimony and so many other elements also possess an Arabie
origin,

I hope that the Muslim work in other branches of
science and literature would be picked up by some curious
students of the college and this will be a way to pursuade
our students to follow the footprints of early Muslims.

Greatest Example of Endurance on Record

Poon Lim, Chinese seaman spent 133 days alone on a
raft His ship was torpedoed off South Africa aud he drifted
across the Atlantic to Belem Brazil where he was rescued.
Here’s Poon Lim’s own story :

““T was on the raft for 133 days before I was picked
up by a fishing boat a few mile out of Belem, at the
mouth of Amazon. My boat was tarpedoed just after we
left Capetown South Africa. I saw five of the crew jump
to one raft, and I made the other. The rest were lost.

““I had no fear. I was strong, My father was the
Jack Dempsey of Hainan. We eat goat meat, which makes
us strong. A few days after our ship was sunk, I saw
another a mile away. 1 set up flares and lighted ecandles,
although it was noon. The ship saw me, but turned its
course away from me.

“For fifty five days I had water and crackers an:
I felt fine and slept well ..... Of-course, I was blistered by
the sun, but I swam part of the time to keep my muscles
in shape. Then the water gave out and I gathered cnough
rain water to carry me for another ten days. My diet Lhen
was fish and birds. I would gather the sea weeds and
barnacles that attached to my raft, and made nests on the
raft for birds, and at mnight they ecame to the nests and
caught them.

“I took the wire from electric blub on tne raft and
made a fish hook. Then I split rope to make a fish-line
and caught enough fish to feed me for hundred and thirty
three davs. The sun dried the fish, and frequently I could
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cateh a small shark and eat the liver. 1 had lLittle trouble
with the sharks although they used to grind their teeth on
the bottom of my raft, but thev chased little fish towards
my boat and they were great company.

“T saw one submarine a month after my raft started
floating to no-where. The submarine was surfaced bul paid
no attention to me. 1 was unconcerned with my fate.
I have a wife. I thought of her constantly. When I would
be without fish or rain water for few days, and then rain
would come, I would say to myself: ‘Well, I guess the
devil is not ready to lake me’,

I am told that when men came off rafts in other
parts of the worlds, they were too weak to walk. I had lost only
ten pounds and was quite strong enough to walk on the
pier. An American petrol plane sighted me and circled me
three time, but apparently could not get help to me. So
I just floated across the ocean from Africa into the mouth
of Amazon. and there I was picked up by fishermen., I
must have looked like a monkey with a full beared ; I was
black from the sun. They gave me red beans and latter a

chiken,

“Then the red eross took charge of me and kindly
sent me here by plane, On may 6, 1943 just after 1 land.-
ed Brazil the English c¢lub at para headed by LI. Mue-
Donald., gave me a purse and a testimonial for my endu-
rance. Thev presented me with a wrist-wateh™.

Poon Lim survived 47 days longer than man have ever
been known before to endure the rigors of a life boat raft.
He became adopt at eatching bivds and fish and trapping
rain  water on his emergency rations ran out at the end
of 60 days.
